Past participles can often be found in participle phrases, which act like
adjectives For example, "The boy taken to hospital has recovered"
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The past participle is a form of a verb that can be used in several ways

Adjectives : You can use a past participle as an adjective to modify a noun (or
noun equivalent).

We were exhausted after cleaning up the shed.

2. Participle phrases: A participle phrase is a longer adjectival phrase that uses a
participle and other parts of speech to modify a noun (or noun equivalent).

Disgusted by the terrible smell, Jeff put the stinky shoes outside.

3. Perfect verb tenses: Past participles are used to form the six perfect verb
tenses. The perfect tenses use the helping verb have and a past participle, and the
perfect continuous tenses also use the past participle of the verb be (been).

When a clause introduced by because is reduced, because is omitted and the verb
changes form:

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the team. [clause]

Clauses of concession with although, despite, in spite of, though, and while:

Although he was hurt, Jack managed to smile. [clause]

Although hurt, Jack managed to smile. [phrase] . . .

“The verb in a reduced adverb clause can be in one of two forms. The -
ing_form is used for the active voice, and the -ed_form (the past participle) is used for
the passive voice."

Participle clauses enable us to say information in a more economical way.
They are formed using present participles (going, reading, seeing, walking, etc.),
past participles (gone, read, seen, walked, etc.) or perfect participles (having
gone, having read, having seen, having walked, etc.)

(While I was waiting for Ellie, | made some
tea.)

Participles are used to form periphrastic verb tenses:

The present participle forms the progressive aspect with the auxiliary verb be:

Jim was sleeping.

The past participle forms the perfect aspect with the auxiliary verb have:

The chicken has eaten.

5. The past participle is used to form passive voice:

The chicken was eaten.

Such passive participles can appear in an adjectival phrase:

The chicken eaten by the children was contaminated.

FUNCTIONS OF PAST PARTICIPLE

Key words: verb, participle, meaning, category, non finite form of verb

A participle isa form of a verb that can be used as an adjective or a part of
certain tenses. Participles have two different types, the present participle and past
participle, and participles used as adjectives can form a longer participle phrase
(“Hidden in the bushes, the treasure was hard to see”).

The present participle is used in the continuous tenses or as an adjective
describing an action that is currently taking place.

The bird is singing outside my window. The singing bird is outside my window.

A past participle is a grammatical term that typically expresses completed action.
It is traditionally one of the principal parts of a verb and is commonly used in
English to form perfect tenses in the active voice and all tenses in the passive voice

A past participle is formed from the past tense of a verb.

A past participle is a word with the following three traits:

It is formed from a verb.; It is used as an adjective or to form verb tense.;lt
probably ends "-ed,"”

"-d," -t M-en,” or "-n."

The past participle is used in the perfect tenses or as an adjective describing an
action that has already been completed. It’s also a key component in using the
passive voice

“I have completed my paper already. | turned in my completed paper”.
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
